1. Sideways Approach: crouch down sideways to the dog and look ahead, not at the dog.

   12,   Physically Examine the dog:  Tough dog all over;  under tail, feet, in ears.  If dog tolerates it or stands still for the exam, continue.  Perform a pain tolerance exam by pinching between the toes and the ear.  Count to ten and increase the intensity of the pinch as you count.  The dog should tolerate the pinch up to at least 5.  The dog may put his mouth on you during the pinch, but there should be no pressure in the bite.  If the dog stiffens, acts fearful (whale eyed, shivering, tale tucked) or pulls away during the initial exam, put it back.

13. Response to Ear and Toe Pinch:  
Reaction:  A  Winces but does not show a reaction      B  Pulls away but shows no aggression      C  Growls or whines but makes no aggressive move      D  Growls and makes an aggressive movement (including putting its mouth on you)   .Examine the mouth repeatedly in an obvious, obnoxious manner.  Repeat at least 10 times with a few seconds in between each exam.  The dog should continue to allow you to examine it.  If it ducks it head to avoid contact or snarls or threatens put it back.

                  14. Startle Recovery Response: Drop something behind the dog when it is not looking.  The dog can startle briefly, but should recover by calming down and ignoring the object or approach it hesitantly and become confident once the object has been looked over.  The dog can also approach the object confidently, but should not approach it in an aggressive or predatory manner.

15.  Further Evaluation of Sound reaction for hearing (for a dog that approached confidently)  Use a timer, or alarm clock to initiate the sound.  The dog should appear inquisitive toward the sound (alert, cock head) . The  dog may even approach the sound confidently.  A hearing dog candidate should not back away or turn away from the sound or ignore it completely.

16..  Love the One they’re With:    Assistance dogs should “love the one they’re with”  If possible have the primary care giver come into the room,  interact with the dog, then leave.  The dog should want to stay with whoever is left in the room.  This may not rule the dog out for other service work however.

17.   Food or Praise Motivated:   The dog should be easily motivated.  Food is usually our preference (for assistance dogs) to be motivated.  If the dog will not take a yummy treat (bil-jac, hotdog, cheese) it is probably too stressed to handle a working situation.

18.  Submissive Position I:  With the dog sitting/standing, stand partially  over the dog and touch from above.  Stand over the head and reach down over the shoulders to under the chest.

(If he refuses throw #2 a couple of feet away. ) Pick up #1 as he discards it, and repeat this trading pattern until he is willing to drop the one in his mouth to come and get yours, hopefully from your hand, eventually dropping his at your feet.  Try to take possession of both on command as he learns the game.
