Inside Kennel- Slight Threat, Knocking Sound, Raised Object 
Using friendly body language, raise arm above head level and pretend to wave or knock (not hit) at the cage front.  If unfearful, repeat test more abruptly, then with an object in hand.  If the dog reacts fearfully jolly him back up before leaving.  
Goal- Dog is unafraid of an arm raised above it, a slight knocking sound and a raised object.

Inside Kennel- Eye Contact  Stop the test immediately if you get a strong negative reaction.
Get the dog’s attention and briefly stare mildly at the dog.  If the dog stares back, stare longer until a reaction is seen.  If no reaction is seen, lean forward abruptly (do not raise your arms or yell) and continue staring until a reaction is seen.
